“Views of well-intentioned words” is an installation juxtaposing text catalogued on the book-shelf, with words used purely as a visual enterprise. In the case of printed text, one can imagine a process by which the words leap off the page to form a scene with people and everything that moves about their world. Alternately, independent of the process of reading, one can imagine words swarming into clouds, crawling off as exploratory tendrils, wrapping about and caressing each other, or piled as exhausted heaps in the sand. Words, in this way, appear to loop around their speakers and form the emotional framework within which the speakers operate as physical entities.
